|n stark contrast to our culture’s situational ethics and moral relativitg stands
the greatest moral code known to mankind; T]’ic chrcw/BiHical Tora]w. [t is the
greatest and most comprehensive guide concerning human behavior. lts scope covers
every issue of mora]ity, ethics, and religious belief that one could imagine. The T orah
leaves notl’wing out of its ca’calogue of Prescriptions. |t covers issues from property
rights to re]igious service, from sex to sanctity, from authority Figurcs to truthfulness.
ln its comp]ctcness as a moral code, it cannot be surPassed. Moreover, the Torah
comes with its own set of “Promises” for the obedient. Notice these words of

ADONA] (LORD) given to Moses regarcling human behavior and the T orah:
“See, ] have set before thee this day life and good, and death and evil; ]n that ]

command thee this day to love YV thy .1 OHIM (G_D), to walk in his ways,
and to kccP his commandments and his statutes and hisjudgmcnts, that thou mayest
live and multiplg....] call heaven and earth to record this clag against you, that | have set
before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both thou

and thg seed may live.”




Put what is [ orah? | he | orah, according to Jewish tradition, is technica”y
the first five books of the PBible: (Genesis, [T xodus, | eviticus, Numbers, and
Deuteronomy. (Contained within those books are a series of laws, commandments,
precepts, and judgments. T he whole body of those judgments combined together is
also referred to as the T orah. T hus, the word “] orah” according to Jewish tradition
means both the first five books of the Bible and all of the commandments and laws

found in those five books. Fcr}waps the reader now understands better where the term
“NMosaic | aw” is derived.

|t must be added that this is a simplistic exPlanation and does not Provide the
reader with the real imPortancc of T orah within Jewish Traclitiom/Cu]ture. Because
the Biblical account regarding much of these laws, commandments, Precepts, and
Judgments is quite xcranug short of dctails, there was an evolution of thought and
tradition within Jewish culture wherein these laws, etc. were cxPounded upon and
wraPPed in acceptablc conventions. SUC}"I conventions to the ]ag person of todag can
be seen in “Jewis% Food chulations” or “kashrut”. Or Pcrhaps the traditional black
garb donned bg [Hasidic Jews. Some of these conventions my brothers and sisters
are Jewish traditions and not Eiblical mandates, and despite the fact that theﬂ are
near and dear to the hearts of the JCWiS}"l PeoP]e and culture not all of these

traditions unto themselves are “Torah”.

So what then is rea”g the best way to view Hebraic or Biblical T orah if not
simply as the Previously described? The [Hebrew word Tora!ﬂ comes from the
f"]ebrew root word 3ara}1. Yara]ﬁ means “to t}'nrow, to shoot (as an arrow), to aim at.”

rig}ﬂteousncss and hence salvation. ] his ]egalism was the Primarg flaw of Jewish



re]igious Practicc. This upho!c{ing of tradition over Holg 5cripture was what Yeshua
attacked during His glorious ministry. [T ven the chish tradition (] he T almud)
declares that salvation is a function of grace and cannot be earned ... all the same the

record of the B’rit Chadasha is clear as to how ]srael was )Cunctioning and clearlg the
swhctjuc}gmcnt of ELOH]M upon |srael in 70 AD confirms that condition!

To suPPort these last declarations we need to review what Yeslﬁua revealed
